Legacy Applications Packaging, Certification, & Validation


Summary

The Packaging, Certification, & Validation process facilitates the deployment of applications in the NMCI environment.  Applications are processed locally or pushed through an automated process.  This phase consists of two separate processes; San Diego Packaging & Certification (SDP&C) and Local Validation.  Please see the Local Validation Process for further information.

Inputs

· Application User base/count

· Application Package

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Steps/Description of Activity

1. There are several criteria used to determine how an application is handled and processed.  

a. User base/count

b. Enterprise Impact

The ISF Team reviews the User base and Enterprise Impact of the selected application and determines if the application should be a local load or a pushed application.

2. Those applications selected for SDP&C are sent to the San Diego Application Integration and Testing Lab.  The ISF then run the applications through a Packaging Audit.  This verifies that the media submitted is valid and there are no viruses.  

3. If there are any problems with the submission, the site is notified via ISF Tools.

4. The AIT Lab packages the application into an “instance” using Novadigm Radia.  

5. The application is then run through a Lab Usability Test.  This test determines if the Package executes successfully in an NMCI environment.

6. The application is then tested against the Gold Disk to determine if there are any interoperability issues.

7. The Final Certification Lab Process applies the GPO rules to the application.  

a. If an application fails the GPO test, it is quarantined.

8. When an application has completed the Final Certification Lab Process and NMCI Certification has been granted, the NMCI Certification Letter is created in ISF Tools.
